At this time, they only need a highchair and a stand mixer to help Susana
continue baking at home. They are devout Christians attending a nearby
Baptist church.

They are expected to continue receiving SNAP benefits and medical
coverage, though their initial 90-day rent support may soon end.

Additionally, four committee members now qualify to transport family
members in their own cars, and we are learning to use translation apps—a
truly rewarding experience for us all.
